"I thought he would surely come out to 
meet me!" he said. "I expected him to wave his hand over the leprosy and 
call on the name of the LORD his God and heal me! 12 Aren't the Abana 
River and Pharpar River of Damascus better than all the rivers of Israel 
put together?
